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I'm Gloria Hoffmann and | chair the
Stormwater Infrastructure Advisory
Committee for the City. Jenni Klise, Vice
Chair, presented considerable information
regarding our Committee’s budgetary
concerns at last week’s meeting. You will
recall, following the 2018 flood and prior to the
formation of the Advisory Committee, a group
- of 20 or more citizens met for several weeks
with Public works staff and presented
recommendations to the city Council. I'd like
to speak to two of those.

1. That an outside firm be hired to assess
stormwater infrastructure across the city and
assist in prioritizing needed projects. The
study is nearly complete and at least 20
urgent needs have been identified out of 71
water sheds.

Several could be designed, contracted and
completed within the five-year span of the
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American Rescue Plan and the conservation
infrastructure program guidelines.

Allocating a substantial amount from one time
funding sources for one-time projects would
be fiscally responsible and address defined
stormwater management goals.

On a personal note, stormwater flooding was
an identified issue in my area of Beaverdale in
the 1970’s — 50 years ago. A major flood in
1998 resulted in a study and a plan of which
only 8 of 20 components had been completed
prior to the repeat disaster in 2018.

The Close Creek project is now one of several
underway, which is great; but also points out
the need to respond to the findings of the
current study in a timely manner.

2. The second recommendation for which we
commend the City Council’s action was to
commit $500,000 a year for 3 years from the

LOSST income for Stormwater
Infrastructure. Projects in progress are
costing millions of dollars. We would ask
that you extend the LOSST dollar
commitment an additional 5 years and
iIncrease the amount to a minimum of one
million dollars per year of the anticipated 35-

The purpose of this letter is to request ARPA grant funding of SIMM towards the Joppa Village
project.

More than 250 people in the Des Moines area are unsheltered this winter and living in
environments not meant for human habitation. Supporting the mission to end homelessness in
Des Moines, the proposed Joppa Village project will create a gated community of 50 Loft
Cottages that will transition people into permanent housing within 6 to 24 months. Residents
will be supported with housing, food service, transportation, health care, and training
programs, including financial literacy, life skills, tenant education, and employment readiness.
The village will include a free medical clinic sponsored by Broadlawns, and residents will receive
supportive services from social workers and counselors.

The Joppa Village project is led by a coalition of key city and county leaders. Key community
leaders also support the project, and design and development are being done by local
organizations including Snyder Engineering, Simonson & Associates, BSB Design, and Edge
Commercial. The project is estimated at $6M to $8M overall, and 15% of the funding has
already been committed in advance of launching the capital campaign, including a $750,000
grant from Federal Home Loan Bank.

Goal

The Central lowa Guaranteed Stimulus Pilot Project seeks to create a cross-sector collaboration
focused on implementing a guaranteed stimulus model in central lowa. Following successful
models across the nation, the pilot project will provide 100 low-income individuals with a
guaranteed monthly stimulus for 2-3 years. The stimulus will provide individuals with greater
stability by helping them meet their basic living needs, leading to improved health and well-

being and reduced adversity within families.

Learning throughout the project will identify specific impacts and outcomes for low-income

individuals and families whose essential needs of living are met. It will
inform future nonprofit, philanthropic, and public investments, as well
as areas for meaningful policy that can improve the health and well-
being of low-income community members.

Why
When people move out of crisis, they can fully contribute to and
support a healthy and thriving community.

Individuals and families are often thrown into crisis because of
poverty—the inability to meet basic needs of living. Significant
resources are invested in addressing low-income households’ essential
needs (food, housing, child care, medical care, etc.) to fill gaps where
people fall short of being able to provide for themselves. These gap-
filling services provided by public, private, philanthropic, and nonprofit
organizations, while important, are band-aid solutions to address the
issue of perpetual crisis.

In recent years, guaranteed income projects have evaluated how low-
income individuals’ well-being improves when they no longer
experience stressors associated with poverty. The Stockton Economic
Empowerment Demonstration (SEED) project showed that guaranteed
income had the following impacts on participants:

Reduced month-to-month income fluctuations

Enabled ability to find full-time employment

Improved physical health and mental health

Increased ability to participate in quality-of-life activities
Improved response to unexpected emergencies

that when caregivers struggle to access what their family needs, children are more likely to grow
up in stressful environments and experience adverse childhood experiences (ACESs) that disrupt
lifelong development. Being able to meet essential needs allows caregivers to provide stability
for their children, focus on nurturing relationships, and fully contribute in our community.

Negative health outcomes associated with experiencing poverty are well documented, affecting
access to resources, disease risks we are exposed to, and our ability to mitigate these risks. In
addition, racism has played a significant role in creating the income and wealth gap in the
United States. For example, in 2019, the typical White family had eight times more wealth than
a typical Black family ($184,000 vs. $23,000) (Avancena, et.al, AJPH 2021;111(8):1404-1408).
As communities of color experience disproportionate negative health and economic impacts,
this project embraces Mid-lowa Health Foundation’s commitment to health equity by supporting
a health disparities-reducing intervention for our community.

Central lowa’s Opportunity

Mid-lowa Health Foundation proposes this project as an opportunity to address the root cause
of crisis, poverty, which prevents families from providing children with the safe, stable
environments they need to thrive, as well as harms people’s well-being. This opportunity will
help inform the specific health and well-being impact on low-income participants and
subsequent impact on our broader community resources. By tracking how individuals use their
income each month, this pilot project can inform where public, private, philanthropic, and
nonprofit resources can have a greater impact, rather than investing in addressing the broad
spectrum of needs that arise when people are in crisis.

Central lowa has a unique opportunity to participate in the national conversation about
guaranteed income. Interest in this approach has grown across regions and political spectrums.

Cash has been the leading force in reducing
poverty during one of the deepest recessions in modern history and is one of the only policies
that can narrow persistent imbalances in poverty, income, and wealth between Americans of
color and white Americans.”
